You will be scored on how well you:

· Relate a sequence of events and communicate the significance of the events to the audience.

· Locate scenes and incidents in specific places.

· Describe with concrete sensory details the sights, sounds, and smells of a scene and the specific actions, movements, gestures, and feelings of the characters; use interior monologue to depict the characters' feelings.

· Pace the presentation of actions to accommodate changes in time and mood.
· Make effective use of descriptions of appearance, images, shifting perspectives, and sensory details.
Write a short story in which you imagine you are reporter for the Los Angeles Times or the Press Enterprise during World War I.  You have just spent the weekend at the Mission Inn and met and interviewed (the object of your research) and you are telling the story of that meeting in your gossip column. The topic during the conversation at one point centered on World War I and how the war influenced the work of that person and the art, literature, and the intellectual life of the time.
